Synopsis

The Xingfeng Landfill is the first municipal solid waste landfill in Mainland China designed based on international technological practices and operated by a multinational company, Onyx (Guangzhou) Company Limited.  The Landfill is located in Baiyuan District that is 38 km from the city centre of Guangzhou.  It currently accepts and processes over 6000 tonnes of waste per day and its first phase has a capacity of 20 million cubic metres.  The Landfill has a double liner system, a comprehensive leachate collection and treatment system that includes biological and tertiary treatment, and a proposed extensive gas-to-energy plan, with a target of generating in excess of 12 MW of electrical power.

Being the first of its kind in Mainland China, there have been many challenges to overcome and many aspects of landfilling in China to be learnt.  The speaker will initially present the basics of the Xingfeng Landfill and then will share some of the trials and successes experienced over the first two years of its construction and operation.

Speaker

Mr. Kearsley-Pratt is the General Manager of the wholly-owned foreign company Onyx (Guangzhou) Company Limited, a member of the French-based group Veolia Environnement.  Mr. Kearsley-Pratt has been involved with the Xingfeng Landfill from the lining of the first cell, through recruitment and training of the staff and through the first year (plus) of the landfill’s operation.

Mr. Kearsley-Pratt hails from Brisbane, Australia, and was brought to China especially for his expertise in landfill design, construction and operation.  He has a Bachelor of Civil Engineering with a Master of Engineering Science in Waste Management.  He was the Chairman of the Landfill Committee of the Queensland Division of the Australian Waste Management Association.
