Introduction

Laputa Eco-Construction Material Company Limited was established in 2005.
Their plant manufactures Eco-Glass Block, which effectively uses recycled
glass as a major constituent in the production of concrete blocks. As more
than 300 tonnes of glass wastes are generated daily in Hong Kong, this
process reduces the disposal of waste glass as well as preserving the use of
natural materials (i.e. river sand). In the same plant, they also manufacture
Air Pollutant Removal Paving Block as well. Both Eco-Glass Block and Air
Pollutant Removal Paving Block can be used in both pedestrian areas and
vehicular areas. They also operate a construction and demolition (C&D)
wastes recycling plant, which recycles C&D wastes into concrete aggregates
that can be used to produce road sub-base, paving blocks, concrete, drainage
and filter layers, stone column and granular filling, etc.
