Scope:
The project should be focused on waste-related issues and environmental aspects associated. These can include, but not limited to, environmental impact assessment of waste facilities, environmental control and monitoring (e.g. odor control and leachate management of landfills), organic waste treatment, anaerobic digestion, composting, recycling of construction & demolition waste, etc. The list of topic is endless…
Eligibility:
· Applicants can enter either as a team (of no more than 5 persons) or as an individual

· Applicants shall be a member of the HKWMA with an age limit of 35 at the closing submission deadline of the competition. For those who are not a member of HKWMA can register as a student member for free on our website
· Applicants and participants should be students of tertiary education institutions
· Each applicant(s) shall only submit one project

· It is perfectly OK to use your academic work to enroll (e.g. final year project)!

Submissions:
Stage 1: Application 

· Applicants should submit an application form including a brief description of the abstract of project on or before 28th February, 2011. 

· Qualified applicants will receive a confirmation e-mail for submission of final report by the end of March 2011 latest.
· Applicants should submit the final report on or before the end of June, 2011. 

Stage 2: Project Report Submission
The final report should not exceed 20 pages (excluding drawings, photos and appendices) and the following items should be included in the main report:

I. Title;
II. Abstract;
III. Detailed description of methodology and project;
IV. Finding and discussion;
V. Conclusion;
VI. Reference.
All submissions, including application form and final report, should be in English.

5 candidates will be selected as the finalists and notified by e-mail and phone accordingly.

Stage 3: Final Interview
With a judge panel comprising 3 to 5 experts in the field, the 5 finalists will be subjected to an oral presentation which will be scheduled in June/July 2011. Finalists will be required to give a 20 minutes presentation on their projects which will be followed by a 10-minute questions–and-answer session. The final interview will be conducted in English.

· The winning individuals/ teams will receive a cash prize as follows:
Winner:           scholarship HKD$3,000

1st runner-up:  scholarship HKD$2,000

2nd runner-up: scholarship HKD$1,000
